We have a good membership base and a lot of well meaning people that do nothing about what they signed up with ABATE or BOLT for. I have been on a mission to get the legislature to allow us to choose whether or not to wear a helmet and with the leadership of Dave Stilwell, the driving force behind the fight to stop unnecessary legislation directed at bikers, I believe that we will have a better chance now to defeat this law than we have ever had in the past. Dave and I spend hour upon hour searching files, court cases, government documents, statistics and anything that may pertain to the helmet law in this State in an attempt to get you the right to decide. He has chosen to dedicate his time to make all of our lives a little bit better, without question and without pay. He dedicates most every waking hour to calling law enforcement; contacting courts and lawyers, filing paperwork that is needed to compel law enforcement to release information that he thinks will help the fight. Dave has offered his time and expertise in this matter from the time he joined us, last year, when I fired him up on the issue and now he is the most knowledgeable person I know on the headgear statute in Nevada. As a matter of fact Dave is so good at what he does he has lawyers calling him to assist them with their helmet cases. 

I am mentioning Dave for a reason. The lack of participation on our part is disheartening him. In order for Dave to prove his case he needs helmet tickets, YOUR helmet tickets. Dave rides around with a re-manufactured helmet that is about the size of the bottom of a beer can open carrying a 45-caliber pistol and couldn’t get a ticket if he wanted to. He has ridden alongside local law enforcement and most of them won’t even look at him. What we would like you to do is get an old helmet cut it down as small as you can and go for a breakfast ride that we are planning to hold on a regular basis. 

We are planning another Freedom Ride during the Laughlin River Run and if we have enough people ride we don’t expect to get stopped. We need support from everyone if we expect to get this done. In our past experience helmet tickets get thrown out before they get to court. The courts don’t want to set a legal basis that we can use to fight the law so the past action by the City Attorneys in these cases generally dismiss the case if they find out you are going to stand up for yourself and fight. If we can prove that precedence is being set by the court and that the law is unenforceable the way it is written we may be able to acquire the evidence we need to assure a win in the Senate when the convene in February 2011.

In case you forgot these are motorcycle rights groups that are attempting to have unjust laws that are now on the books removed and laws that legislators are attempting to place on the books stopped prior to their passage. I look at our membership meetings and see all types of bikers most of which could scare a child to tears with just a glance. Some big, some not so big, most of them ready to fight at the drop of a hat if someone questioned their patriotism or their loyalty to this country. Solid members of the community, men and women both, that come from good backgrounds and believe in good family values, but for the life of me I can’t figure out why you won’t fight the people that are attempting to take your motorcycles away from you along with your constitutional rights.   

I see a lot of badass bikers out there that would fight at the drop of a hat for what they believe in and I’m telling you that the State of Nevada has just pissed in your beer. These people that are in office In Carson City making laws that affect your life with total disregard for who you are and what you stand for. We need get tough and we need to get tough now. If we spent all the time and energy fighting the government that we spend fighting one another we would kick their asses in Nevada like they did in Texas, Florida, and Wisconsin. How do you think that those other states beat the helmet law and manage to keep it beat? They overcame their differences for the fight and won.
